MIROSLAV VILÍMEC

Concert Master of the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra
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After his success in the audition in 1992 was Mr. Vilímec engaged as the Concert Master of the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra. He successfully joins his activities in the first Czech orchestra with his soloist career.

He started playing violin with his mother Ilona Vilímcová - the prominent violin teacher and soloist. Still under her supervision Mr. Vilímec won the final round of the nation-vide Music Schools Competition and she also prepared him for the auditions to the Musical Academy in Prague. He graduated in the class of the Czech world known violinist Václav Snítil, the pupil of Jaroslav Kocián. Immediately after his studies (during the studies he won a number of national competitions) he became a member of the first violin group of the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra.

The long list of his solo appearances includes performances with almost all of the Czech orchestras. The most prestigious is his regular co-operation with the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra.  He performed with this orchestra the Symphony Espagnole op. 21, by Edouard Lalo and many other pieces. The exceptionally fantastic reception met his performance of the original version of the D major violin concerto by Paganini, as well as the Concerto for the violin and orchestra no. 4 B flat major, by Jan Kubelík, both conducted by Maestro Václav Neumann. The performance of the mentioned concerto was transmitted by both - the Czech and the Japanese - televisions. 

With the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra he recorded with the label Panton. Mr. Vilímec is a frequent guest to Germany, where he often gives violin recitals and also performs as a soloist with the Czech Chamber orchestra. As a soloist he performs frequently and regularly in the Czech Philharmonic chamber series.

Mr. Vilímec regularly records for the Czech Radio and the Czech TV.  Mr. Vilímec has also a number of CD recordings. Very interesting is his recording of 12 violin concertos by up to now unknown French composer Saint-Georges, which was recorded for the Swiss label Avenira.

Mr. Vilímec is the Chairman of The Jan Kubelik Society, The Society takes care of the legacy of Jan Kubelik and other famous Czech violinists.  He is also an active promoter of the cycle of concerts, called “Music in Synagogues of the Pilsen Region”. The festival takes place yearly in 6 synagogues of western Bohemia.

Nowadays he performs as a soloist regularly with the orchestra “Symphony Prague”too. 

Lately the exceptionally fantastic reception met his performance of J.S.Bach Violinconcert in A-minor (Stuttgart – Liederhalle , December 2012) with the orchestra Symphony Prague and this December 2012  he is going to perform as well in Stuttgart – Liederhalle  this time  - A.Vivaldi -  Vier Jahreszeiten, also  accompanied by the orchestra Symphony Prague under the conduction of conductor Stefan Britvik.
